In the midst of all the discussion of the 
tango and the new dances generally the 
point of view of the physician merits a 
hearing. Attention has "been called to cer­
tain physical dangers from the new fash­
ion at medical society meetings and em­
phasised in the Joumat of thd American 
Medical A toadaHon. 

The new dances are now being danced 
very often in rather small, low ceilinged 
rooms, quite crowded, as a rule, often 
with the privilege of smoking accorded 
to the men and without any special care 
of ventilation. Worse conditions could 
scarcely be imagined, nor a situation more 
likely to dj> serious harm, especially to 
those who bave any weakness of lungs or 
heart or who are at all anaemic 

The fact that the tango and its "rela­
tions" are more lively than old fashioned 
dances adds a new element of danger. 
People beyond middle life, some of whom 
physicians find bave been tempted into 
the new fashion, are almost sure to suffer. 
A number of cases of serious effects al­
ready have been reported in those who ap­
parently would rather be out of existence 
than out of the fashion.
