The fight of the Chicago six-day bicy-

cle race promoters against the men who
control cycle racing In the Bast assumed
larger proportions yesterday, when the

Western men made tentative plans to

enter the local field and conduct a race

at Madison Square Garden next Decem-
ber.

Thomas P. Convey, the Chicago i>ro-

moter, who came here to sign riders for

a ai;t-day race In hl» homo city, tn-

ncunced yesterday that he had seemed
an option on Madison Square Garden for

a grind the first week In next Decem'oer.

His.statements were flatly contradicted

by Frank Mlhlon and Inglis M. T'ppercu,
President and Secretary-Treasurer, re-

spectively, of the Cycle Racing Associa-

tion, the organization which controls the
Newark Velodrome.
Mr. Convcy's statement was made at

a dinner in the Hotel McAlpln, where he
was waiting for the arrival from Boston
of Alfred Grenda, Fred Hill, and Joe
Kogler, who have promised to sign for

tho"Chicago race.

Grenda failed to put in an appearance
before the departure of Convey, but Hill

ai peared. He listened to arguments by
Messrs. Con^•py and Fogler for nearly an
hour, but declared thj^t he would not sign
to ride in Chicago unless the promoters
.secured a franchise from the National
Cycling Association or the Cycle Racing
Association.
The Chicago mans statement came as a

distinct surprise, for it was the leasing
of the Garden two yeari ago that ended
the cycle war between the Motordrome
and tlie Velodrome. At that time Mr.
Uppercu. who was backing the .Motor-
drome foroe.o, outbid the Velodrome
backers and .signed a lease for S3o.000.
He lost $1(1,000 on the six-day race which
followed as a result. Knowing all this,

Mr. Convey said yesterday that he had
followed the same tactics and wai" sur-
prised

that the Newark men had al-

lowed him to put one over on them so
easily."

BELMONT HORSES ARRIVE.

Eighteen Young Thoroughbreds
from France to Race Here.

Among the thoroughbreds which ar-
rived on the Atlantic Transport liner

Manhattan from England and BVance on
Sunday was a consignment of nineteen
horses for .-Vugust Belmont, Chairman of
the Jockey Club. The lot consisted of

eighteen yearlings—wliich became two-
year-olds Jan. 1—and a four-year-old
The latter. Danger Rock, came direct
from England, and will be sent to the
stud.

Danger Rork. by Rock Sand-Delusion,
won the Newmarket Stakes and the

Hastings Plate in 1915. and was consid-
ered to have a good chance to win this

year's Derby. But two .months ago he
met w(th (in accident, receiving a badly
torn tendon, and It is doubtful if he
will e\-er race again. Danger Rock will

be turned over to Sam Hildreth, Mr. Bel-
mont's trainer, and if there Is any pos-
sibility of the horse rounding into shape
he may be seen under colors this Sum-
mer at. Belmont Park.
The youngsters, which all came from

Mr. Belmont's stock farm. Haras de
Villers, in France, are a fine and
healthy looking loL Tliey left the farm
on Dec. 4, and have been on the w^ay here
since, besides experiencing a very rough
voyage across the Atlantic.

.Mr. Belmont .still lias nineteen three-

ye.or-olds now in France, which the
French Government will not allow to
be taken out of the country. Some of
them will be trained these. In the hope
that racing will be resumed after the
war. The yearlings were released un-
der the new French Government ruling
permitting yearlings to leave France
on or before Jan. 1.

MUST PAY FORFEITS.

Weinert and Savage Ordered to Pay
$250 Each to Pioneer S. C.

c:harlle Weinert and Jim Savace, two
heavyweight boxers, are the Istoal of-
fender.s against the laws of the State
Athletic Commission. Complaint 'was
made against Jim Savage yesterday by
Charles Doessereck and Scotty Mon-
teith, managers of the Pioneer Sport-
ing Club, at the weekly meeting of the
commission, for his failure to box Wein-
ert, according to his contract, last

Thursday night. Montelth exhibited con-
tracts with both men. In which each
had agreed to post |2S0. Neither man
had posted the forfeit ior either bout,
the first one of which Had been called
off because of the alleged Illness of
Weinert.
The commission decided that neither

Savage nor Weinert could appear in
any other match in New York .state
until they fulfilled their contracts to
box each other at the Pioneer Sporting
Club, and the elnb was authorized to
deduct the amount of the forfeits, $2o<),
from each man's share of the receipts
when the match is staged.

This decision was reached at a meeting
of the members of the National Com-
mission here today.
The committee la composed of Presi-

dent James A. Gilmbre of the Federal

I..eague, President Edward Barrow of

the International League, a representa-
tive of the Baltimore Federal League
club, a representative of the Bulfalo

Federal League club, and the members
of the National Baseball Commission.
At the meeting here today viirlous

matters that have to do with the read-

justment of baseball affairs to con-

form with the recent treaty of peace
were discussed informally and other

than th- announcement that the date
and place' of. the. committee meeting had
been fixed, no news of a definite char-

acter came from the meeting room.
It is known semi-officlally, however,

that the waiver question, insofar as
it concerns the Federal League players,

was taken up. thoroughly gone Into,

and then laid over to be decided fi-

nally by the joint committee, on
Wednesday.

It is also known that there are a
number of small' matters that will be
decided at the- meeting of the Joint

committee other than the waiver ques-
tion and the International League dla-

pBtc.
Wnat the matters are was not al-

lowed to be divulged, but one man Mgh
in baseball circles said:
" There are a number of details that

might conflict when peace Is declared be-

tween the two bodies. None of these de-

tails are of iinportanee other than that

they must be attended to. The two
big questions to come up. of course,

will be that of the dispute of the Fed-
eral and National .Leagues and the

waiver question. Insofar as the former
is concerned I can say very little, but

in regard to the waiver question I be-

lieve this will be decided quickly after

the situation is explained to alt of

those concerned."

Another meeting of the National
Commission will be held tom'orrow and
it is probable that the officers for the

year will be chosen at that time.

AVlth nearly 200 birds entered in the

competitions, caoh with a winning flight

record of 100 to 500 miles or over, the

classes were keenly contested. In tlie

division for male birds, with records of

600 miles or over, the blue ribbon was
won from a large class by a blue bird

entered by Athur E. Scboener of Brook-

lyn-

One of the best blue hens In the show,
named Flying Fairy, owned by B. Ca-

terson oi' Manhattan and which has won
flights of 400, 500, and 600 miles during
the season, made her exit through an

open window from the Garden on Sun-

day afternoon. As the bird is valued at

$l,00O, its owner was somewhat anxious

for its recovery. Last night Alfred P.

Masscy. ffiiO West Eighty-second Street,

telephoned the Poultry Show officials

that a carrier pigeon with a leg-band
had alighted in his back yard apd had
been caught by his servants. The ex-

hibitor went to the house and brought
his bird back in a sultcape In time for

the Judges to award it a blue in the

class for veteran flyers.

Results were posted of the field work
Judging trials in pigeons and poultry
classes by a group of agricultural col-

lege undergraduates. Each collegeman
took his assigned classes alone and the
results were reviewed by professional
experts as a practical demonstration of
the appllcatloii of the academic studies.
The diplomas for individual proficiency
were awarded to E. C. Fox, Agricultural
Department of Cornell- University, and
W. Topham of the Massachusetts State
Agricultural College.
The final work of the poultry Judges

Viias to complete the award in the ex-
hibition pens, in wljlch sixty breeds
were represented. In all '£Ki pens were
on ,view, which, as each contained a

goultry
family of a cock and four hens,

rought the Inspection up to 1,1S0 single
birds.
