shaping the play.

tereitine data ccncerning the holding of j 
rractlce rounds for the members of the I 
Metropolitan Lesley Cup-team In order) 
that the players might become accns-' 
tomed to that sort of play. • No one 
would care to deny that excellence can-
tot be acquired by a bit of practice. It j 
ought to be a settled fact that something j 
ihould be done which will increase in-j 
terest in the Lesley Cup matches. 

There are arguments on both sides 
when it cornea to foursome and four ball 
matches. These varying conditions have 
been threshed out again and again with 

.\ the odds, so far as numbers are concerned. 
k*. leaning somewhat to the popularity of 

the four ball match. But when we ex­
amine the reasons for the choices we 
discover that many who vote for four 
ball matches do so because they like 
that style better, although - admitting 
that-the foursome is a better test of 
golf.

Hilton In speaking of it has gone on 
record as to the superlative merits of 

Qthls form of golf, but he strikes the 
keynote of it all when he says that in 
order to supply the ingredients needed 
in a foursome it is necessary to make a 
thoroughly good match, one in which 
there might be termed some definite 
psychological element. Toward this end 
it is almost an essential that those tak­
ing part should be exceedingly keen on 
defeating, the pair to. whom they are 
opposed or at least extremely anxious 
to avoid defeat at their hands. 

Experience has taught that the un­
expected is more likely to happen ' in 
foursome play than in any other phase 
of golf, as a player is infinitely more 
likely to lose confidence in himself when 
he has a partner than when he is play­
ing his own'ball. In a foursome a player 
is granted few opportunities to retrieve 
his own mistakes—that is a task which 
U left invariably to his partner. There 
must be a "strong sense of recuperative 

i confidence and a confidence that the 
* other is at all times trying his level best.

Now the Lesley Cup contests offer in 

•very way the opportunities for real 
golf, which will be a greater delight to 
the player if success crowns the efforts 
than any other form of golf. Pereonally 
I like fopr ball matches as a medium 
for friendly games, but I regard the 
foursome contest as the highest form 
of golf which the game affords, and I 
believe that the selfishness which makes 
a player wish to play his own ball all 

\ the time is due to the golfers never 
having experienced anything other than | S 
disappointment when at this style of * — 
play. It is true that foursome play 
does not lend Itself readily to medal 
scoring. 

Of all the events which are held across 
the water, not excepting the amateur 
chmaplonshlp. the London foursomes are 
favored most. .Teams of players come 
from surrounding districts and the title 
of champions is. highly honored. There 
we see golfers trying with all their 
might and wisdom, planning together 
over many a shot, encouraging each 
other to deeds of daring at one time, 
and being cautious the next Two her i s 
are worse than one usually in the game 
of golf, but in this particular tourna­
ment where the event is a classic two 
heads are far better than one. Wonder­
ful crowds turn out for the semi-finals 
and finals; I doubt If a fifth the num­
ber would respond if the match were at 

\four ball contests. 

Good Metropol i tan At trac t ion . 
Would it not be an interesting tour­

nament to have some such arrangement 
for the Metropolitan district? Team 
matches of any kind always attract at­
tention. If confined to clubs the event 
might be run off in three days time with 
a qualifying round if necessary, sixteen 
teams to qualify, and then eighteen holes 
of match play except for the finals at 
thirty-six holes. 

The qualifying round could be held on 
a Thursday morning and the first round 
played in the afternoon, with the two 
following rounds on Friday, which would 

V bring two opposing teams Saturday. I 
fresume this would be a club tourna­
ment, but I can see no reason for not

the added revenues of the Interborough 
against the decreases suffered by the 
New York Railways Company Ihe In?? 
Is shown to be JS0.55S. 

This loss does not represent th© ful­
ness of the companies' expenditures for 
the slrlke. None of the strike expenses 
I* figured In with the costs of operation. 
increases of wages, bonuses, double 
wages, restaurant maintenance, strike 
breakers and other incidentals are ex­
pected to show the whole cost of the 
strike to be at least I5OO.00P. 

The gross operating revenue of the 
Interborough for the three months ended 
September 30 was fS.39O.0ST. an Increase 
of $?lo.C72 over the same period In 
1?1S. This Included the September rev­
enue increase of $427.9!?. In October 
tlere was a greater figure represented 
In the passenger revenues; It reached
