SOUTHAMPTON, N. Y., Oct. 4.—~The
Massachusetts Lesley Cup golf team
was unable to beat back the assault of
the Pennsylvania team in the second
day's matches for this famous trophy
on the National llnks today, and the
Quakers supplemented their victory over
the New Yorkers on Friday to obtaln
possession of the cup for one ycar.
IPennsylvania won today by the total
scoir of 10 to 5. In the forenoon they
captured three out of flve matches at
foursomes, and in the afternoon they
brought in seven victories in ten starts
in the esingles. In spite of the rather
one-sided result of the afternoon play
the Buay Btate delegation teamed up in!
such a manner as to beat the showing
of the New Yorkers on the first day.
The outstanding feature of the
matches today was the decisive manner
in which Parker W. Whittemore and
W. B. IBstabrook, both from Brookline,
defeated S. Davidson Herron, the ama-

teur champion, and . M. Byers, a for-
mer national titleholder, both from
Pittsbwrrgh. Herron is a terriflc wul-
loper and Byers an adept at the short-
pitch and chip game ar well as a fine
putter, But the two could not get their
work to jlbe closely cnough to stall off|
the fine work of Whittemore and losta-
brook. The Brookliners scored Dby the
wide margin of 5 and 4.
