Apropos of Harmon, his match wi th 
Francis Ouimet in the recent Les ley 
Cup contest at Merlon has resulted In 
all sort of comment on the part of 
the golf critics in both Massachu­
set ts and Philadelphia. Here is w h a t 
one scribe had to say on the subject: 

"Golf to a gentleman's game. I t is 
one that should be free of Jockeying 
and other unsportsmanlike affairs. U n ­
fortunately the metropolitan t e a m in 
handling the match with the Bay 
State golfers resorted t o Jockeying of 
the cheapest kind, and there o u g h t to 
be means taken to prevent a repeti­
tion. 

'There may be some difference of 
opinion a s to whether 'Chick' E v a n s 
or Francis Ouimet is the greatest a m a ­
teur player in this country, but s o fat­
e s the Les ley Cup matches are con­
cerned there is no question but that 
Ouimet stands head and shoulders 
above the other players. The two 
best golfers in the Massachusetts dis­
tr ic t are Francis Ouimet and Jesse 
Guilford, and they rank a m o n g the 
greatest in the country. Yet w h e n 
they began the play for the Les ley 
Cup the metropolitan captain put up ; 
against them Peter Harmon and Cor- , 
neltus J. Sullivan. The first 1R a youth 
whose only claim to fame to t h a t he 
carried Dayidson Herron. to th ir ty-
nine holes to the recent national 
crrampionshlp. Sullivan is the presi­
dent of the Metropolitan Golf Asso­
ciation and makes no pretence of 
being a first class golfer. 

"Could anything be more humil iat­
ing than opposing the two best play­
ers In the Massachusetts district with 
these two players, not that e i ther Is 
responsible?
